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ELECTRONIC PUBLICATIONS PROGRAM 

1.  Click on Start in the lower left corner.

2.  Click on Run and type L:\PAM\EPUBS\EPUBS\SETUP\SETUP.EXE  Click 

OK
3.  Double click on setup.exe

4.  Follow the on-screen instructions below:

1.  You should be at the Electronic Publications Installation window that says, "Please 

enter the drive or path containing the Electronic Publications Installation Source Files."  

At "Install From:" change to read L:\PAM\EPUBS\EPUBS\SETUP\  Click Continue.

2.  At the ALERT!!! window you are told to close all other applications before installing.  If 

    
you have no other programs running click on continue.  If you do have other programs 

    
running, exit setup, close the programs and begin again.

    
3.  Do you have IBM Library Reader installed in your System?  Even if you already have 

    
the Library Reader installed, highlight No and click Continue.  

    
4.  The next window asks you to choose the installation option.  Highlight IBM Library 

    
Installation and click Continue.

    
5.  This window is the Electronic Publications Program Installation window.  At Install To: 

    
It should read C:\ARMYPUBS.  If it doesn't then change it.  Click Continue. 

6.  In this next window you will have to change it to read L:\PAM\EPUBS\EPUBS\ Be sure to add the \ at the end of EPUBS.      

    
Click on Continue.

    
7.  The install begins.  During the installation it asks if you have a NOTES directory 

    
installed in your server.  Even if you have a NOTES directory, highlight No and click 

    
Continue.

    
8.  The next window should read C:\NOTES.  Click Continue.

    
9.  The next window asks if you have a SHELVES directory installed in your server.  Even 

    
if you have a SHELVES directory, highlight No and click Continue.

   
10.  The next window should read C:\SHELVES.  Click Continue.

    
Electronic Publications Installation is now Complete.  Click OK.

12.  If you don't already have the Library Reader Icon on your desktop you can copy it at 

this next menu.  Right-click once on Library Reader for Windows filename.  Select 

Send-To, then Desktop


The icon should now be on your desktop.
